On Wednesday nights, beginning April 7, 2010, at 6:45 p.m., Pastor Mike will be facilitating 
those interested in completing Dr. Leman½s series. Sandy Sertell will be leading the first two 
weeks as Pastor Mike is in Haiti. This six-week focus on the book, ºHave a New Kid by Friday: 
How to Change Your Child½s Attitude, Behavior, and Character in 5 Days,» includes 
interactive sessions, question and answer opportunities, and hearing Dr. Leman explain 
Biblical principles through DVD lessons. 
 
In his book, one of many he has written, he discusses how parents teach their children their 
ABCs before they enter school; now it's time to teach them the ABCs of life (Attitude, 
Behavior, and Character). "How?," you ask. Stand up to the plate and take charge. In Have a 
New Kid by Friday, Dr. Leman urges you to take his 5-day challenge to implement a new 
parenting strategy. Based on cause and effect instead of threats or fears, you'll soon be 
seeing lots of improvement in your child's behavior and experience a closer bond as well.

Haiti Trip Is Here! 

After Prayer, Passports, Planning, Prayer, Packing, 
Preparations, Poking (immunization shots), Plane  
tickets, Prayer, Patience, and, of course, Peanut butter, 
[editorôs choice], the FFCN Haiti Work & Witness 
Team is ready to leave Monday evening, April 5, to  
stay overnight in Detroit in preparation for the April 6 
flight at 7:10 a.m. The 22- 
strong group has met monthly 
to plan, have devotions, pack, 
pray and more over the course of about 
10 months. 

However, God had plans of His own;  
the Haiti earthquake occurred and things changed. No 
longer was the group going to build a church in Paul Harpôs 
honor in the village of Deseaux. They actually donôt know 
WHAT they are going to be doing. A strong possibility is re-
building and repairing some Nazarene churches located 
about an hour away from Port au Prince that suffered much 
damage from the earthquake. The team will most likely be 
camping out, quite possibly under the stars (and a mosquito 
net, we hope) as they take all supplies needed to be self-
sufficient. 

Team leaders, Lyle and Barb Campbell, have been working 
hard to finalize plans and make adjustments as needed in 
light of the redirection of the trip. 

By the time the plane leaves the Detroit airport on April 6, 
many of you will have been a part of making it all possible. 
Prayers, encouragement, giving of needed items, helping 
out with fund-raisers, and monetary contributions are what 
make much of this trip a reality. Thank you to all who are 
ñgoing with usò in so many ways.  

Please continue to pray for the team, for travel, protection, 
health issues, flexibility [editorôs choice, again], for closeness 
and bonding, evangelism and friendships with the Haitians, for 
Godôs will to be done, and, yes, that they have a little fun, too.

Tom served as academic dean and teacher 

at the Nazarene Bible College in Siteki and as mission 

director for the Church Growth Council. Lauralee assisted 

in the library and taught part-time at the Bible College. 

She trained local and district treasurers and served as 

council treasurer.
