Haiti Facts & Haiti is on our hearts because of our

Work & Witness trip and because of the terrible recent
earthquake. Here is some interesting information about
Haiti.

N Most people scratch out a living through agriculture.
N Only about 50% of children have an opportunity to
attend school, and as a
rate also runs about 50%.

Creole, a language based on French, is spoken by all
Haitians. French is also an official language of Haiti
and is used in official government business as well
as many educational institutions.

Al t hough Haiti ds of fici
Catholicism, Voodoo is the common religion. For
complex reasons, the majority of Haitian Catholics
also practice Voodoo, the worship of evil spirits. But
the light of the Gospel has been shining in Haiti for
more than 100 years. The Christian faith is strong,
with more than 20% of people claiming to be
evangelical Christians and knowing that Christ is
greater than the ruler of darkness and that they
should never fear Voodoo in any form (1 John 4:4).

Evangelical churches are sharing the gospel
message of Jesus through evangelism; all levels of
schools, adult literacy, theological training, and
cultural training classes. Missions are involved in all
areas of health and medicine, providing hospitals,
clinics, preventative centers and rehab units, to name
a few.
