14 from Port au Prince, Haiti, following nine days serving God in this devastated country. But the joy and 
accomplishment felt in the hearts of the team as they worshipped with the congregation at Petit Goave following the 
completion of their beautiful church far out-weighed the devastation. The former church, toward the center of the 
little town, a three-hour road trip west of Port au Prince, had met with total destruction following the January 
earthquake. 

The team, led by Lyle and Barb Campbell, included Chuck & Karen Wilson, Bob & 
Ann Knight, Paula & Dan McRill, Keith Alumbaugh, Trinity Arredondo, Phil Cole, 
Joe Davidson, tricia Dodds, Donna Ebanks, Ben McRill, Pastor Mike, and Julie 
Temple; along with some California guys, Dan Dague, Steve and Austin Orth; a gal 
from Columbus, Billie Levitt, and a seasoned W&W veteran from Lima Community 
Church, Mel Miller. 

Following the completion of the church on Friday, April 9, the group returned to the Nazarene 
seminary campus where they renovated the Nazarene Compassionate Ministries (NCM)  
office and built three desks, provided some landscaping cleanup, installed hot water for the Work & Witness ñhouse mother,ò 
Elyse, in her quarters; built more trusses and 100s of pew boards/brackets for the next team, and made several bunk bed 
frames. 

The talent, skills, and camaraderie that made up this team was outstanding as was expressed and appreciated by the W & W 
Caribbean coordinator, Curt Luthye, who, along with wife, Beth and baby daughter, Grayson, spend much of their time at the 
seminary campus. Beth serves as the NCM coordinator and is also overwhelmed but excited about what God is doing in 
Haiti. Please keep this family high on your prayer list as they take on the daunting task of encouraging and rebuilding the 
Nazarene Christian church in Haiti.
